• Present CTE senior project prior to ECHO 200 
• Provide letter of support/recommendation from CTE Education and Human Services Instructor 
• Make a formal written request for this waiver, to the ECHO Program Director, and provide all 

supporting documents listed above prior to pre-scheduling for the second-semester at SUNY 
Canton.
